Over the next 26 years, The Elegant Farmer 
expanded its business by selling locally grown fresh and frozen fruits 
and vegetables, introducing its famed Apple Pie Baked in a Paper Bag® 
and other baked goods leading to spectacular growth in the Farm 
Bakery accompanied with the development of its Farm Kitchen, Deli and 
Produce sections. The Elegant Farmer provides its Apple Pie Baked In A 
Paper Bag® and other baked goods to over 400 locations in Illinois, 
Wisconsin and Michigan.
